Once you click on the submit button, you’ll be afforded an opportunity to supply attachments in the created email. 
• Judges will conduct a “blind” review of all applications. Please do not use the nominee’s name anywhere except on the cover page. Refer to the nominee as “he” or “she” as you answer the questions. 

Nomination Questions: (Be sure to answer each question number on the following sheets. Once completed, press the submit button) 
1. Describe the nominee’s accomplishments as a volunteer administrator in his/her present and/or previous positions. What has been the impact of the accomplishments? (25 points) 

2. In what ways has the nominee been a role model or mentor for other volunteer administrators (15 points)? 

3. Describe the nominee’s leadership role in the profession. What impact has the nominee’s professional activities had in the field of volunteer administration? (25 points) 

4. What unique characteristics make this nominee outstanding? (10 points) 

5. Does your nominee practice the belief that volunteers can make a significant contribution to the community? Please expand on specific examples that demonstrate this philosophy. (25 points)
